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How is the Course Delivered

This blended programme is delivered over
3 academic years.

In year one of the programme learners will
be required to be onsite for practical
training for at least two days per week
during term time. Practical days will be
mainly scheduled on Tuesdays,
Wednesdays, and some Fridays in year
one. Practical days will be delivered in our
custom-designed physiotherapy training
rooms in Blanchardstown, Dublin. A study
space is available between classes.

In addition, learners will attend some of
their classes online. Online classes will
be mainly scheduled on Mondays,

Thursdays, and some Fridays in year one.

Learners are advised that the schedule
of live classes and practical training will
vary from year to year. Placement weeks
will have full-time hours. In year one,
there will be four weeks of placement
from 16th March to 10th April 2026.
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Course Overview

In your first year, you will explore the foundations of physiotherapy, including anatomy,
physiology, and the principles of rehabilitation. You will begin to develop hands-on skills in
assessment, therapeutic exercise, and manual techniques, while learning how to
communicate effectively and build professional relationships. Emphasis is placed on
understanding the fundamentals of rehabilitation and patient care, alongside academic and
professional development. Academic modules are supported by early clinical experiences to
help you connect theory to practice. Early clinical exposure will introduce you to real
healthcare environments, preparing you for further placements. This year lays the groundwork
for safe and person-centred care.

In your second year, you will deepen your knowledge of musculoskeletal, respiratory, and
neurological physiotherapy. Through problem-based learning, clinical reasoning, and patient
case studies, you will develop a more nuanced understanding of complex presentations. You
will gain confidence in delivering evidence-informed interventions and refining your
communication, assessment, and treatment planning skills. A greater focus on
interprofessional learning will support your understanding of collaborative practice. Longer
and more diverse clinical placements will enhance your ability to apply knowledge in real-
world settings, ensuring you grow in capability and independence.

In your final year, you will consolidate your clinical expertise and prepare for autonomous
practice. You'll take on more responsibility during placements, managing caseloads under
supervision and contributing to multidisciplinary teams. You will critically evaluate evidence,
apply advanced clinical reasoning, and reflect on your evolving professional identity. This final
stage equips you with the confidence, competence, and adaptability to thrive in dynamic
healthcare settings. Upon professionally registering after graduation, you will be fully
equipped to begin a rewarding career as a physiotherapist in a wide range of roles.
